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The artistinitiative Orgacom (a combination of the words organisation and communication) is founded in 1998 by artists Teike Asselbergs and Elias Tieleman. Orgacom researches and realizes new roles for art and artists within organisations. For example: visualising the rules and values (corporate culture) by means of contemporary art. 

At the start of  an Orgacom-project Orgacom interviews the staff  of the organisation it is working for at the time. After the interviews Orgacom has an artists-in-residence period in the company to work on schetches for works of art. 
Networkmeeting
The exposition ‘Plan B’ has been produced by the six curators of the Curatorial Training Programme. Orgacom interviewd eatch of the curators individualy a few  weeks before the opening. A theme that all curators mentioned during the interviews, is the difference between communication in the proffessional and personal realm.  To visualise this theme, Orgacom organised a networkmeeting consisting of 22 people: six curators and sixteen from Oprgacoms own network. During the networkevent the curators meet the people they have to speak to for the first time.

At the start of the networkmeeting Orgacom asks all participants not to mention their educational and proffesional background (however people are allowed to exchange ‘business cards’ stating their name and telephonenumber). On the other hand in the exposition at ‘De Appel’, the curriculum vitae of the people involved does play an important part in the artwork on show. Next to each cv of a curator the cv’s of the people they spoke to during the meeting are hung: for every ten minutes one cv. 

Audioguide
Next to the presentation of the meeting mentioned above Orgacom wants to give insight to the visitors of ‘Plan B’ on the interpretation by each curator of  the exhibited artworks. Therefore there is a cd-player with six tracks next to each artwork. Each curator uses one of the tracks to give his or her view on the artwork in question.
